LGPOA’s July 4th potluck was a tremendous success, with over 150 people attending. Sam and Suzanne Dixon prepared smoked and fried mullet and delicious hush puppies, Chuck O’Hara and crew grilled bratwursts donated by Publix, and islanders brought many delicious side dishes and desserts. The weather cooperated with a nice breeze and no rain. Janet Stanke and her social committee worked hard to make this fun event happen. Thanks to everyone involved.

LGPOA’s July meeting was held on July 11. What follows is a report from that meeting.

The Website Committee is continually updating the site with important information for islanders. Check it at www.lgpoa.org.

The Island Services Committee reported that a Coastal Cleanup will be held on September 19th.  A dumpster will be placed at Eldred’s Marina from 8AM to noon that day. Islanders can bring items to the Dixon’s barge landing at the bay end of Bay Street, where they will be transported to Eldred’s by boat. Volunteers with boats are needed. More details in next month’s Telegraph.
 If you have items to dispose of, you do not need to wait for a Coastal Cleanup. The West Charlotte Mini Transfer Station, located across from the Englewood Home Depot, at 7070 Environmental Way, accepts recycling, hazardous wastes, appliances, electronics, tires, batteries, etc. Hours are 9AM to 4PM, Tuesday through Saturday. It also has a Re Use Store where you may donate items in good condition. You must be a Charlotte County property owner to use this facility. If you do not have a Charlotte County Drivers License, you can use a copy of your tax bill as proof.
Gasparilla Marina has asked us to remind islanders that they must have a parking sticker to park at the Marina. You can purchase a permit for $5 at the office for your guests. Many cars without stickers parked at the marina over the July 4th weekend, inconveniencing many customers. In the future, Marina management plans to tow unpermitted cars.
The Membership Committee reported that 220 property owners have joined LGPOA for 2009.
The Navigation Committee reported that the County has moved the red marker at the beginning of the south channel to LGI, eliminating the navigation hazard caused by their moving of the green marker, which pinched off the turn into the channel.
The Development and Planning Committee reported that Charlotte County will complete necessary revisions to its comprehensive land use plan by the end of 2009. Shortly thereafter, the county expects to pass the proposed LGI Zoning Overlay.

The Hurricane Preparedness Committee has received the updated email list of 2009 members, and will notify members of conditions on the island if a hurricane occurs.
The Social Committee is planning its next event for Labor Day weekend, possibly a fishing tournament and cookout. Volunteers will be needed to help plan and implement. The Environmental Committee is monitoring the summer mosquito population. Call Mosquito Control at 764-4370, ext. 4 to request the county to spray for mosquitoes.

The LGPOA Board welcomed its new representative for District 2, Ginger Reeves. She and her husband, Dennis, have a house at 8440 LGI, near the beach. 

Fire and EMS: Dock numbering has been completed and Charlotte County Fire Chief Dennis DiDio has prepared a mailing to all dock owners explaining the system and its benefits in helping county personnel reach the location of an emergency.  The signs have been ordered, and will be paid for by the Fire Board. When dock numbering is completed, the Fire Board will provide 4x6 cards on which you can record your house and dock number to place by your phone. Thanks to the generosity of an island lot owner, the Fire Board’s equipment has been moved to a more central and drier location.

LGPOA has agreed to pay for road signs indicating which house numbers are on which roads, and these are being designed. Again, this will help personnel to reach more quickly the location of an emergency. Property owners are reminded to place house numbers, preferable reflective, on the front of their home, again to help emergency personnel more quickly reach the site of a 911 call. 
The Tri-Board is preparing a one page chart of fire and EMS options and a much longer narrative describing them. The current draft is available on the website (www.lgpoa.org), and will be updated whenever it is modified.
The LGI Advisory Committee will not meet in July. The next meeting will be Friday, August 14th. Fire and EMS will be on the agenda. The Telegraph will send a reminder at the beginning of that week.
